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Roadside Vandalism in Sparsholt

There have been several instances of vandalism along the roadsides in Sparsholt

Most recently street name and direction signs have been removed, traffic-sign poles have been uprooted and the Speed Reminder
'Camera' was destroyed.

The speed reminder sign has been tampered with on 3 or 4 previous occasions and this only seems to happen in Sparsholt - suggesting
that the culprit may be local.

Incidents were reported to the police, who will be increasing patrols of the village roads.

However, the police very much rely on timely and accurate reporting by members of the public who may witness this vandalism taking
place. Dashcam, Doorbell or Phone video footage can be especially useful.

Many thanks for everyone’s hard work on Sunday 2nd February
leaving the far end of Ham Green very tidy.

Whilst all that was going on Howard did a great job re-building the
cycle barrier at the Green. All in all a very productive session and good
to welcome Tom to the team.

Hampshire Forest Partnership, working with Hampshire Countryside,
is promoting the planting of trees and donated four elm “feathers” to
the Parish for planting in the Ham Green Conservation Area. Ham
Green Volunteer Roy Broadhead and | planted the four saplings last
week, one at the corner of the car park, another one half-way down
the bridleway on the left-hand side and the other two on either side of
the footpath

near the leaning

tree at the Dean end. The elms have been specially bred for resistance to Dutch
Elm disease and we look forward to seeing them grow to a grand height in the

years ahead.

In the autumn we planted a second wild cherry at the Green, the open area by
the entrance in the hedge to the footpath across Stockers Down. The tree was
donated by the Wells family in memory of Billy Wells who lived in the village. The

two trees will add colourful blossom to the area in the Spring.

The volunteers will soon be busy coppicing hazel alongside the footpath and we
will use the hazel sticks to continue the coppice fencing facing the field.

DOGS (Fouling of Land) Act 1996

Winchester City Council adopted the Dogs (Fouling of Land) Act
1996 to cover all land within its district which is open to the air
and to which the public are allowed or permitted to have
access.

Anyone in charge of a dog must clean up after their dog,
seal/tie the bag and place it in an appropriate receptacle. Note
that leaving a bag of dog mess in a public place is not
complying with the law. Offenders may be prosecuted and if
found guilty of the offence, fined a maximum of £1,000. It is no
defence to claim ignorance of the dog's actions.

Report it - Fouling is a hazard to health as well as being
antisocial

If you witness an offence then please do report the offender to
Winchester City Council’s Environmental Health and Licensing
Team on 01962 848097. Let them know the time, date, place
and circumstances of the offence, plus a description of the
owner and dog. If you know where the offender lives or can
give a car registration, this would help WCC with identification,
although they would need statements as evidence of the
offence.

Scams

Cold Weather Payments Scam

We've received information from Action Fraud that they're recording very high numbers of reports of suspicious emails relating to cold
weather payments schemes, such as the Winter Fuel Payment. The emails purport to be from various government agencies, such as
HMRC, and instruct you to make a claim “using the link provided”. The links lead you to phishing websites created by criminals,
designed to steal your personal and financial information.

Please check with the organisation before responding to any messages. Don't use the number or address in the message - use the
details from their official website. Your bank (or any other official source) will never ask you to supply personal information via email.

Fraud Recovery Scam

Already happening in the USA - Soon to hit the UK no doubt.

Watch out for this new emerging scam tactic where scammers pretend to be a fraud recovery agent or from a law firm. These
scammers typically target individuals who have lost significant amounts of money in a previous scam, claiming they can help recover
their lost funds.

How it works?

e Scammers create fake websites or social media advertisements offering fund recovery services, claiming to be able to recover
stolen funds.

e The victim will click on the advertisement and initiate the communication with scammers due to the attractive offers such as
100% fund recovery guarantee and fake testimonials.

e  Upon communicating, scammers will urge victims to make various upfront payments and share their banking credentials in
order to begin the recovery process.

e After making multiple payments, victims would then realise that they have been scammed when their funds were not
recovered as promised and the scammers became uncontactable.

How to avoid?

e Victims should only liaise with the respective banks or the Police through official channels regarding fund recovery.
e Do not fall for attractive offerings such as 100% fund recovery guarantee from any unknown agencies. If it is too good to be
true, it most likely is.

o Do not make any upfront payments. Banks and authorities will never demand for any payment in order to begin fund recovery
process.
